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Abstract 

The objectives of this research were 1) To measure the level of Democratic 

Citizenship of High school students. Samakkhi Islam Wittaya School, Satun Province 2) To 

compare the differences in Democratic Citizenship of High school students Samakkhi 

Islam Wittaya School, Satun Province Classified by Population The Citizenship test was 

used as a tool to collect data from high school students. Samakkhi Islam Wittaya School, 

Satun Province, participated in the Thai Citizens Project in the 4.0 Era of 155 people. 

Most of the samples were Female, numbering 107 people, representing 69.0 percent, 

and 48 people, representing 31.0%, with the ages between 17-18 years old, studying in 

Mathayom 6, the highest number of 82 people, representing 52.9% each and 73 

students in Mathayom 5, representing 47.1%, respectively. The results of the student 

Democratic Citizenship study, found that: 

 1) High school students Samakkhi Islam Wittaya School, Satun Province has a 

level of opinion towards Democratic Citizenship. Overall, it was at the highest level with 

an average of 4.23 and when considering each aspect as follows: 1. The aspect that gave 

the highest importance to the Cultural Way The average was at the highest level of 4.38, 

followed by No. 2. On the importance of being a Good Citizen. The mean value was 

4.35, 3. The emphasis on Community was at the high level of 4.17, and 4. The emphasis 

on Freedom, Progress and Modernity was at the high mean. equal to 3.99 respectively 

2) The Democratic Citizenship of the upper secondary school Samakkhi Islam 

Wittaya School, Satun Province, classified by population characteristics. of different Sexes 

There is a level of opinion towards Democratic Citizenship. Overall and each aspect is 

different. with statistical significance at the .05 level, but the samples were different in 

Age and Secondary school level. There is a level of opinion towards Democratic 

Citizenship. Overall and each aspect was not significantly different at the .05 level.
