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The Behavioral Preferences on the Korean Artists of Baccalaureate
Students in A Rajabhat University.
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Abstract

This research aims to: 1) study the differences between the personal factors of
students in a Rajabhat University and behavioral preferences on the korean artists of
baccalaureate students baccalaureate students in a Rajabhat University and, 3) To study
the relationship between the attitudes of fans towards Korean artists and behavioral
preferences of students in a Rajabhat University. 3) To study the relationship between the
values towards Korean artists and the behavioral preferences of students in a Rajabhat
University. The sample group consisted of undergraduate students from a Rajabhat
University. The researcher determined the sample size using the calculation formula of
(Simple Random Sampling) for random sampling in the study. The number was divided by
the faculty proportion of 1:19:4. The statistics used for analysis were frequency,
percentage, standard deviation, T-test, F-test, and Pearson's correlation coefficient analysis.

The findings indicate that: 1) the sample group showed a level of behavioral
preferences Korean artists (X = 3.38); 2) there was no difference in behavioral preferences
Korean artists based on gender (p-value = .57), while students from different faculties
exhibited varying levels of behavioral preferences Korean artists (p-value = .000); and 3)
Values toward Korean artists have a positive relationship with Korean artist liking behavior
with a moderate level of relationship value. That is, students who have high values toward
Korean artists will have more Korean artist liking behavior (r = .770**, p-value < .01). And
attitudes toward Korean artists have a positive relationship with Korean artist liking
behavior with a high level of relationship value. That is, students who have high attitudes
toward Korean artists will have more Korean artist liking behavior (r = .835**, p-value <
.01). Therefore, developing appropriate attitudes and values toward artists helps develop
Korean artist liking behavior that leads to happiness and inspiration for self-development.
self-improvement.
