Abstract

This research aims to study and develop teacher competencies based on
professional teaching standards by using a curriculum integrated with the Sufficiency
Economy Philosophy (SEP) for early childhood education students in the Faculty of
Education at Ratchathani University. The specific objectives are: 1) to study the
components of competencies that promote the integration of SEP for teacher stud ents,
2) to develop and trial a teacher competency development curriculum integrated with
SEP, and 3) to evaluate the effectiveness of the curriculum in developing teacher
competencies according to professional standards.

This research employs a mixed-method approach, combining qualitative and
quantitative research methods. The experimental design used is the Randomized Control
Group Pretest-Posttest Design. The sample consists of 40 fourth-year early childhood
education students, divided into experimental and control groups of 20 students each.
The research tools include: 1) an SEP-integrated teacher competency development
curriculum, 2) a knowledge test on SEP, 3) a teacher competency assessment form, and
4) a teaching behavior observation form. Data analysis involves content analysis and basic
statistics (mean, standard deviation, and t-test).

The research findings reveal that: 1) the key teacher competencies for integrating
SEP consist of three aspects: learning management, relationships with parents and the

community, and professional ethics; 2) the developed competency curriculum includes
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key components such as objectives, content, learning activities, and assessment, with a
duration of 36 hours. The experimental group showed a significant increase in knowledge
and competency scores at the .05 level; and 3) the effectiveness of the curriculum
indicates that the experimental group demonstrated a significantly higher ability to design
SEP-integrated learning units compared to the control group at the .05 level. The highest
average competency score was in learning management (x = 4.35), followed by
professional ethics (x = 4.18), and relationships with parents and the community (x = 3.92).
Additionally, teaching behavior observations reflected that the experimental group
students exhibited teaching behaviors integrating SEP at a good to very good level.

This research highlights that the teacher competency development curriculum
integrated with SEP is effective in enhancing teacher competencies. It is recommended to
integrate this curriculum into the early childhood education program in the Faculty of
Education to promote students' skills in integrating SEP into actual teaching practices and
to extend its impact to the development of teaching materials and community networks.
