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Abstract

This study aimed to: (1) examine the current conditions of school safety

management; (2) investigate the desirable conditions; and (3) analyze priority needs for
improving school safety management. A quantitative survey design was employed. The
population consisted of 314 school administrators and teachers from 15 primary schools
under the Mueang District Development Network 1, Chiang Mai Primary Educational Service
Area Office 1. The sample size was 175 participants, determined using Krejcie and Morgan’s
table at a 95% confidence level. Data were collected using a structured questionnaire and
analyzed using mean, standard deviation, and the Priority Needs Index (PNI Modified). The
findings revealed that: (1) the overall current condition of school safety management was
at a high level; (2) the desirable condition was at the highest level; and (3) the most critical
priority needs were related to (1) prevention of luring and abduction, (2) prevention of
zoonotic diseases and health-related threats, and (3) prevention of sabotage incidents.
These findings highlight the need for schools to adopt systematic and proactive safety
management strategies, particularly in addressing human-related threats and emerging
health risks.
