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Abstract

This study aimed to examine the status of digital technology access in highland
and remote schools with a particular focus on digital infrastructure and electrical systems.
The target group consisted of 24 school administrators and 24 ICT coordinators from
schools in Samoeng District under the Chiang Mai Primary Educational Service Area Office
2, totaling 48 participants. Data were collected using a questionnaire on digital technology
access and analyzed using descriptive statistics, including percentage, mean (x), and
standard deviation (S.D.).

The findings revealed that the overall level of digital technology access in highland
and remote schools was at a moderate level (x = 3.18). When considered by dimension,
digital infrastructure had the lowest mean score (x = 2.83), indicating it as the most critical
barrier. Although all schools had internet connectivity, a substantial proportion
experienced unstable signals with frequent disruptions (29.17%), and satisfaction with
signal stability was the lowest within this dimension (x = 2.65). In addition, significant
challenges were found in electrical systems, with 66.67% of schools experiencing power
outages 3-5 times per month, each lasting approximately 1-2 hours, directly affecting the
continuity of technology use in teaching and learning. Furthermore, severe budget
constraints were identified, as 95.83% of schools received less than 50,000 baht annually
for digital technology, which is insufficient given the higher operational costs in remote
highland areas.
