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Abstract

Stipulating an effective well-being is a national agenda which is taken into
consideration by the government. Communication is a significant tool in developing

knowledge and understanding so that people will be aware of the well-being. However,

health problem and disease caused by the lack of protection and attention are still
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found in local area and community and bring about illness and loss. Dengue
hemorrhagic fever, in particular, has long been Thailand’s public health problem. One
of the resolutions is expanding the knowledge which is a social capital by creating a
communication tool for local people. Therefore, before constructing the communication
tool, one of the important processes is to survey the information.

This research is a survey which aims to investigate an expectation and need for
health content of people in Nakhon Si Thammarat. The data is collected from a sample
drawn from 400 people residing in 3 districts namely Muang, Tha Sala, and Lan Saka.
The research findings are as follows: 1) The population as a whole has the expectation
and need for local health communication at very good level. 2) The resources
enhancing the access to the information on health and illness, ranged from the highest
to the lowest, are health officers, intimate friends, and the Internet. 3) Defining of good
health resembles the definition of health communication, ordered from the highest to
the lowest, consisting of ‘health is wealth’; physical, mental, social, and spiritual
completeness; and security and the greatest achievement in life. 4) The types of health
information the population requires comprise of exercise, disease, food, and beauty.
5) The media that most responds the population’s need is print media.
