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Abstract

This mixed method research aimed to compare teachers’ opinion on the
desirable characteristics of school administrators under Narathiwat primary educational
service area office 1 to education, work experiences, and size of school.The research was
divided into 2 phases, as follows: 1) Phase 1, interviewed experts and 2) Phase 2, the
data collection with school teachers. The sample were school teachers under Narathiwat
primary educational service area office 1, chosen by a simple random sampling method. The
research instrument was rating scale questionnaire. The Cranach’s alpha coefficient was .991.
Statistics used in data analysis was percentage, mean, standard deviation, t - test and F - test.

The result of interviewing experts as follows: School administrators under
Narathiwat primary educational service area office 1 desirable features include the
wisdom of developing ideasfor moving forward, be a good example for subordinates of
how to work, knows all matters as well as know all new events and always keep on
studying moral and ethics attributes be a cultural person and making good morals
being, be religious, be neutralize, be honest, and work in good faith personality
attributes, dignity, have a good personality, dare to decision, not get discouraged with
the work that was given from above, do not push a burden and responsibility to others,
be able to encourage subordinates to take ambitious learning, beable to face the
problem, accessibility in the community by meeting people, be acceptable by the
community, be respectful of the people in the community, religious leaders, be able to
understand the dialect, tradition, culture, belief, lifestyle, and community living.

The result of data collection with school teachers as follows : The desirable
characteristics of school administrators by school teachers’ opinion under Narathiwat
primary educational service area office 1 in overall was rated in the high level, when considering
in each dimension of desirable characteristics of school administrators, the mean value was
ranked in the following, personality aspect, human relations aspect, moral and ethics aspect
leadership aspect, Knowledge and management capabilities aspect by respectively.

School teachers under Narathiwat primary educational service area office 1 in
different of education, work experiences and size of school had no different in opinion
on the desirable characteristics of school administrators in the overall and each aspect.
