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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study the use of information technology for the
management by school administrators as perceived by the teachers in World-Class
Standard School under Secondary Educational Service Area Office 15, and 2) compare
the use of information technology for the management by school administrators as
perceived by the teachers in World-Class Standard School under Secondary Educational
Service Area Office 15 based on the respondent’s gender, age, educational level, work
experience and school size involved. The sample size was determined by Krejcie and
Morgan’s table, resulting in a sample of 291. Subsequently, the stratified random
sampling technique was applied based on the size of the school. Finally, a simple
random technique was used by drawing lots. The research instrument was a
questionnaire with the overall reliability of .955. The data were analyzed using
percentage, means (X), standard deviation (SD), t-test and F-test.

The results of the study showed that: 1) the use of information technology for
the management by school administrators as perceived by the teachers in World-Class
Standard School under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 15in overall and
each aspects were at a high level. 2) the comparison of the use of information
technology for the management by school administrators as perceived by the teachers
in World-Class Standard School under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office
15,overall which was classified according to gender, was not significant difference in their
perception. There was no significant different between overall and each aspect in terms
of ages. Overall, the teachers who differed in educational level showed no significant
difference in their opinion. Having considered each aspect, the study found that the
general administration was significantly different at the level of .05. Overall, the teachers

who differed in work experience showed no significant difference in their opinion. Having
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considered each aspect, the study showed that the budget administration was
significantly different at the level of .05. In terms of school size, the study showed that
academic administration in overall was significantly different at the level of .001. The
following aspects were budget administration and personnel administration showed .01
significant difference in their perceptions on the administrators’ use of information
technology for the management.
